The regular meeting of the Village Board was called to order at 6:00 P.M. by Mayor Bartels.

Reading and Approval of Minutes.

Trustee Stickell made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Board meeting held
December 5, 2018. Trustee Crowe gave a second to the motion. Roll Call: Ayes-Keppy, Crowe,
Stickell, Hoyt. Ayes 4 motion carried.

Public Presentation/ Recognition and/or Public Comments. There were no public comments.

Reports from the President and Other Officers (on matters not otherwise appearing on the

The company
has been in business since 1996, so they have been around awhile. Discussion was held.
Mr. Fagan reported if the Village of Coal Valley signs the three-year contract any funds
recovered will be split 60% for Coal Valley and 40% for Azavar.

Ms. Ernst mentioned she has checked with Moline and Rock Island and both communities
are satisfied with the program.

Report from Village Administrator

The following outlines recent activities and key staff involvement during the month
of: December 2018.

Continue to work with Village Attorney on residential fire claim at 2720 West 3" Street.
Building Inspector/Property Maintenance was contacted by Newpoint Advisors
Corporation. They are obtaining the Jones Lease property and will be demolishing the
property. I will advise as to the date of demolition.

Had a conference call with Jack Nathan, (Donald Bealer Family Limited Partnership’s
attorney). Jack is to meet with his client and go over terms and conditions. Expect to
have this back to the village board for approval in January or early February 2019.

Sent out proposals for engineering and scope of work for the water main agreement
between the Rock Island Forest Preserve District and the Village. Engineering firms that
were contacted: IMEG, Hutchinson, Klingner and Associates, MSA and Veenstra &
Kimm. Will have the proposals back to the board for review in early February.

I along with Public Works staff met with a couple of engineering firms regarding the
flood gate for Route 6.

Public Works and I met with Johnson H20 regarding some water softener issues at
Arrowhead Ranch. Troubleshooting showed that Arrowhead staff/maintenance was not
adding the proper amount of salt. Johnson H20 adjusted the amount and set the
regeneration to the proper time based on water consumption.

Working with Herb Klein and Gwen Crawford from Jacobs & Klein Ltd. to provide them
the necessary documentation regarding our Route 6 TIF District. Board of Trustees
approved the All Services Agreement on December 19.

Attended kick off meeting for Comprehensive Economic Development Process. Meeting
was facilitated by BiState and was held at the Henry County Courthouse. This is an
annual meeting in where communities are able to update BiState on their Strengths,
Weaknesses, Opportunities and Threats (S.W.O.T.).

Water and Sewer mapping. Working with BiState to incorporate a tool that will allow us
to enter preventative maintenance as its being completed. The preventative maintenance
(PM) would be items such as valve exercising, hydrant flushing, etc.

Mississippi Mud LLC has forwarded the purchase agreement for possible sale of village-
owned property to their attorney for their review.

Met with Adrian Madunic, IL. DCEO. He was in town and wanted an update on Coal
Valley (housing and economic development).

On vacation December 20, 2018 and will be returning on December 31, 2018.

Worked with Public Works & Moline to get comparison of sewer flow charts for the month of November
18.
Completed November 2018 bank statement and monthly treasurer report. They were both presented to the
Village board in November.
Sent January newsletter information to Drue from the Library, direct debit flyer, CV holiday closings,
garbage increase & application & holiday contest winners.
Worked with Accounting Assistant on 61 delinquent water account disconnection letters for the month of
December. Also worked on 9 water closings, owners, renters and various other water issues and updated
the Refuse Relief list for 18/19. There are currently 26 residents on the snowbird list.
Worked on monthly payroll, payroll & taxes, accounts payable and receivables. Also, completed monthly
reports EFTPS, IDOR, IDES and IMRF.
Updated vacation/personal/sick/comp time & insurance changes on all employees for the month of
December.
Added 8 additional residents to direct withdraw for water billing and 1 to the newsletter mailing list for the
month of December.
Created water billing for December & worked on various water payments/issues/ad justments, coded
invoices, created purchase orders and paid bills
Updated curb box repair, bad debt and foreclosure lists.
Updated a current truck inventory list with make, model & original cost w/equipment.
E-Mailed spring copy paper order to Bi-State.
Created 2019 liquor license fee schedule.
Updated the Web Guild with the new 2019 Budget, building permit application & storm water management
fee schedule, holiday schedules for the Village & the garbage pickup & price increases.
Mailed out 2019 Budget & 2018 Tax levy to RI County & Henry County. Confirmed bond debt to RI
County.
Placed order for 3 computers budgeted in 2019 for January 2019 installation.
Completed a FOIA request on Dec 17th for Build Zoom requesting a list of current building permits.
Worked with Data Technologies on the installation of the permit & license/billing Modules. Went over
questioners that I completed earlier in the year. We had training on Dec 19th & 20th. I also had the Asset
Management module training on Dec 12th and I have a lot of data to create & enter before the conversion
can be made. Have been continuously working on new software issues & training on all modules.
Mailed out RFP’s to 6 CPA firms to do our 2018 audit. So far I have not heard back from any of them.
Working on updating Public Act information for Village website for YE 2018.
Have been working thru out the month with several landlords on delinquent renter accts. We have had
several renters move out, leaving the landlord/owners responsible for the remaining balances.
